1. Reading.

2. Spellings.

Each Friday a list of spellings will be sent home with your child.
Work relating to these spellings is undertaken in school during daily          phonics sessions. Could you please work with your child on Reading each word, Covering and Writing each word, and then checking the spelling. 

3. Weekly Letter Home.

Each Friday your child will bring home a weekly letter outlining current                 work being undertaken. This letter will outline the work done during                      literacy, numeracy and other curriculum areas that week.

4. Reading Comprehension or Creative Writing Exercise.

Each Friday a reading comprehension or creative writing exercise will be sent home with your child to be returned the following Thursday.
Could we outline one or two points with regards to the comprehension:

· help the children with the reading of the passages and the questions;

· encourage the children to underline/circle any bits of the text they            want for an answer, before they write it down (if this is helpful to them);

· the answers do not have to be written in sentences, or be perfectly            spelt (we are really working on your child’s understanding of what they        have read);

· the children do not have to complete the exercise all in one sitting;

· do not worry if the comprehension is not all completed;

· comment as you feel necessary on the slip provided with the homework.

5. Numeracy 

Each Friday your child will bring home a game or Maths activity designed to support and consolidate numeracy concepts.  

Games
The games are colourful, enjoyable and informal activities. They may be played by anyone in the family as many times as you would like!

Could we please ask that the games or Maths activities are returned the following Thursday.

Please alert the teacher if you lose any game pieces. 

6. Storybags
